Lincoln and Gale Schools are 41; Cooke is 35 

¶ Operation & Maintenance $s are for paying the 

utilities and doing preventative work to assure a 

40 year facility life 

¶ Fire prevention and safety dollars pay for code 

changes and unsafe conditions; lately they have 

been used as a funding alternative in a patch-

work attempt to prolong building life 

¶ Deteriorating, broken, cracked, frayed and brit-

tle water & heating pipes, electrical wiring, 

ventilation systems and the like found above 

the ceiling, below the floor and within the walls 

¶ Presence of molds, mildews, asbestos, airborne 

allergens, lead paint, and the like 

¶ Lack of natural lighting; mineral build-up in 

drinking water, too hot/cold,  stale air and poor 

circulation, available & separate space for spe-

cialists and lunch 

¶ Drab & dated color schemes, worn textures, 

faded finishes, tattered coverings 

¶ Inadequate electrical service, distribution, and 

outlets for technology 

¶ Absence of air conditioning 

¶ Space for differentiated learning, specialist, 

storage, lunch and performing arts 

(elementary), all-weather outdoor surfaces
