Try to arrange child care for
siblings while you are at the
conference, if possible, so you can
focus on your discussion with your
childdos teacher.

If you cannot find a sitter, bring
books, games, quiet toys, etc., to
keep siblings occupied during the
meeting

Check in advance to see if the
school offers child care activities
during conferences, too!



Check with your
classroom teacher in advance if it
would be appropriate to bring
your child to participate in the
conference.

Some schools conduct student
led conferences, during which the
child leads the discussion about
student performance with you.

Regardless of the type of
conference, your participation at
conferences is crucial to your
chil dds success
grade level.




Before the Conference

Arrive a few minutes early, and
be prepared to stay later if
needed.

Remember that there are a lot
of other conferences going on,
and a lot of other parents have
Issues to discuss that are
Important to them, as well.
